 Course Description:

I. 1.   Objective: Students should strengthen their appreciation of writing as a process.

Competencies
(a.) be able to use brainstorming techniques to generate ideas and gather details relevant to the immediate writing situation; 
(b.) understand and use the concept of organizing material so that it can be presented effectively to the reader; 
(c.) be willing to use revision as a way to improve the quality of writing. 

2.   Objective: Students should be able to express ideas in clear, effective writing that supports a main point.

Competencies:
(a.) be able to use a variety of sentence structures;
(b.) understand and use standard English punctuation;
(c.) understand and use standard English usage and spelling;
(d.) be able to write coherent paragraphs that use specific details to develop and support a main idea; 
(e.) be able to write a unified, organized essay that makes and adequately supports a main point;
(f.) understand and use the concept of continuity in writing;
(g.) be able to proofread carefully.

3.   Objective: Students should be able to use writing skills to respond critically to the reading of literary works.

Competencies:
(a.) be able to write an accurate summary or paraphrase of assigned short stories, poems, or plays, using appropriate quotations accurately and according to standard conventions ;
(b.) be able to write a thorough, developed critical analysis that examines the elements, techniques , and effectiveness of assigned literary works;
( c.) be able to compare/contrast the ideas and effectiveness of two or more assigned literary works and express this comparison in a well organized essay.

4. Objective: Students should gain an understanding and appreciation of the experience of reading literature. 

Competencies:
(a.) in fiction, be able to identify and understand the effect of the narrative point of view, understand basic plot structure and be able to follow variations in basic plot structure, understand character development, identify and appreciate the effect of the setting, identify and state themes, and point out and explain symbolism and irony;
(b.) in poetry, be able to read closely to discover and explain meanings and themes, identify and explain uses of symbolism and imagery, identify and understand uses of irony , and identify figures of speech;
(c.) in drama, be able to understand plot structure and character development, identify and explain irony and symbolism, identify and state themes.

5. Objective: Students should be able to use basic computer technology to assist them in composing, revising, and editing written material.

Competency:
use the features of word-processing software to write and revise papers that meet page format and source documentation as required by the instructor.

Instructional Method: 

A variety of instructional methods and activities will be used for this course: lecture, general and small group discussion, in-class writing exercises, readings and discussions, essay writing, individual conferences, etc. A significant part of instruction will continue to emphasize writing as a process as well as a product, and attention will be given but not limited to critical and analytical writing. 

Assessment: The competencies listed above can be measured and evaluated in various ways:
. essay assignments (probably 5-7 essays of 800 to 1000 words) designed to meet the objectives of the course will be the primary method of assessment; each essay will be evaluated and graded on how well it meets the competencies stated above in terms of the given assignment; revision will be allowed for at least some of the written work done in the course
. level of active participation in class or group discussions
. in-class writing or exercises that focus on specific competencies
. written commentaries (usually one page) that demonstrate a close reading and understanding of assigned reading material
. exams or quizzes that measure knowledge of concepts as well as ability to analyze and evaluate; even if exams are not used through the course, a final exam essay will be used
