Introduction

Your Task

1. Create two lists:

· List number 1 should be three careers that you would absolutely love to have.

· List number 2 should be three careers that you would absolutely hate to have.

2. Make two copies of the lists. Keep one for yourself, and send one copy of each list to Mr. McMillen
3. Take the Work Interest Quiz and the Princeton Review Quiz
4. Make two copies of the results (List #3) Send one copy of the results to Mr. McMillen
5. Open Mircosoft Word and write a paragraph describing how you feel about your results from the two quizzes. Do you feel the quizzes accurately understood your interests? Do you feel they are guiding you in the right direction? Why? Email your paragraph to Mr. McMillen
6. Select a job from each of your three lists. Now it’s time to research.

· Your slide should include a picture representing the job.

· The job title.

· A brief description of the job

· Education required for the job

· Salary and benefits

· Physical demands

· Job outlook

· Working conditions

· Possibility of advancement
