 Course Description:

A reading text is used for criticism and discussion. This course is required for most degree programs.

Instructional Method: 

The instructor will use the following methods to teach the course: lecture, discussion~ readings, in-class essays, essays, and conferences.

Students will write a minimum of seven essays using the five paragraph format ranging in length from 500 words to 800 words in fiction, poetry, and drama.

The final essay will be considered as the final exam.

In addition the student will discuss, analyze, and criticize the following: narration, description, comparison, summary, synthesis, and critical analysis.
