1. As Prince Escalus, create a poster with five laws or rules that the Capulets and Montagues are to follow to avoid future fighting.

2. Create a “plaque” complete with inscription that could be placed on the Capulet and Montagues’ monument for Romeo and Juliet.

3. Select an existing piece of music that you think would make a good theme song for a movie version of Romeo and Juliet and explain why you chose that selection.

4. Research marriage customs of the 15th and 16th centuries.  First, compare your findings to the events in Romeo and Juliet.  Then, compare your findings to modern day findings.

5. Instead of statues, create another memorial that the Capulets and Montagues could leave for Romeo and Juliet.  Use clay, paint, cardboard, or other materials.
