

1. Title of Speech: Think of something creative. Think of something that stands out and is a fun title!

I.               Introduction: This is where you introduce your speech. Think to yourself, why are you giving this speech? 

The person listening to your speech should walk away either learning    something or remembering your speech 

after it was delivered. This is where you put in your thesis!

II.           Body: This is where you put your supporting evidence. Anything written in the body is supporting your introduction and thesis. You can write several main points. Think of the body of your speech like a sandwich. 

The thesis is the top bread, the body is the meat. Without meat, you cannot have a sandwich.

Conclusion: Always re-state the thesis or the main part of your
introduction. Review your speech to your 

audience so that your audience walks away from your speech learning or remembering something. Like the sandwich, 

the conclusion is the bottom bread. Make a memorable statement or call to action. Thank the audience for listening 

to your speech.
