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I. Course Description

The purpose of this course is to increase student understanding of the principles and applications of public speaking through analysis and practice in the areas of communication theory, topic selection, audience analysis, research, use of support materials, content organization, presentation, and evaluation of a variety of speeches.

II. Course Objectives

1. To provide the student with an opportunity to develop and improve his/her public speaking effectiveness.

2. To assist the student in becoming a more analytical listener.

3. To encourage  the student to improve his/her rational thought processes.

4. To provide students with the research and organizational skills needed to present information effectively in a public format.

IV. Course Administration

1. You will prepare and deliver seven speeches of varying lengths.

2. A visual aid must be used in at least one of the longer speeches. The visual aid may be a poster, an object, or a model.

3. You will be required to hand in a formal outline prior to each graded speech. This outline must be typed.

4. You will be required to deliver all of the assigned speeches in class ( there must be an audience of your peers)

5. There will be three formal exams, the last being given as a final.

Twenty percent of your grade will come these examinations.

6. Everyone is expected to be present and prepared on the day that the assignment and tests are scheduled. Class attendance and being prepared for speeches on assigned dates are essential if you intend to pass this class.

Missing four classes will result in lowering your final grade by one letter.

Missing 7 days will lower the final grade by two letters.

V. Evaluation of Speeches

Delivery:


The general guidelines will be used in evaluating speeches:

1. The speaker must maintain good eye contact.

2. The speaker should show sufficient vocal variety.

3. The speaker should articulate clearly and correctly.

4. The speaker should make effective use of body movements.

5. The speaker should utilize appropriate language.

Content

6. The introduction should gain attention and lead logically into the speech.

7. The speaker’s organization should be clear and balanced.

8. The speaker should make effective use of transitions.

9. The speech should be fully developed with a variety of adequate supporting materials. This means that the student must  support his/her assertions with something more than personal opinion.

10. The speech should be concluded in an appropriate manner.

Other Requirements:

1. Each speech will be supported with a minimum of 3 sources, cited within the speech. All sources must be included in the bibliography, which will be attached to the formal outline.

2. Plagiarism will not be tolerated. If you use another person’s idea, even if it is paraphrased, cite the source. If plagiarism is identified in a student’s work, that speech will receive a grade of F.

Type of Speeches:

1. Informative (to explain an object or process)

2. Informative (to explain an event or idea)

3. Persuasive ( on a question of value or fact)
4. Persuasive ( on a question of policy)
